CASA Court Report Quick Reference

· What is the current visitation schedule?  Are parents visiting?  How are the visits going?
· What services are the birth parents ordered to complete?  Are they compliant?  Are there any reports from the service providers?
· Where are the birth parents living?  Who else resides in the home?  

· Are the birth parents employed?

· Are there any medical concerns for the child?  Are they up to date with immunizations and well-care?

· Are there any developmental issues?  Are EIP services being received?
· Are there any educational issues?  Does the child have an educational classification?   Are there any reports from the school?
· Is the child receiving any services?  Are there any reports from the service providers involved?

· What did you observe the child doing during CASA visit?  What did the child report to you?

· What are the concerns of the current caretakers?

· What are the concerns of the birth parents?

· What information have you received from the Division caseworker?

*Remember – Reports should be comprised of what the advocate was told and what they observed.  All information being reported should be attributed to the source.*

What Not to Include in the CASA Report

· Referral source information  - such as who specifically called the Division to make the initial report of suspected abuse
· Any identifying  information – this includes location foster home, where parents or resource parents work, school or day care names/location

· Full names of resource caretakers – this also includes relative caretakers 

· Your credentials – the work you do on behalf of children is as a specially trained CASA advocate and not because of your educational or professional degree work. We do not sign reports with M.Ed. or Ph.D, etc.

· Your own opinions  - the CASA report should only include information reported to you or from direct observations –
