Family Division Docket/Case Types 

FC
Child Placement Review / CPR


This docket type involves children placed outside of their home by the Division of Child Protection and Permanency (DCP&P).  These cases are initially reviewed by the Child Placement Review Board (CPRB), which is comprised of citizen volunteers.  Voluntary placements continue to be reviewed by the Child Placement Review Board.  Court ordered placements are reviewed by the judge that ordered the placement. Cases are reviewed until the child is returned home or another permanent living arrangement has been provided.  Each child has their own docket number. 
FN
Child Abuse/Neglect 

(Title 9 Abuse/Neglect; Title 30 Need for Services; Order to Investigate)


This docket contains cases concerning children or adolescents where a complaint has been filed by the Division of Child Protection and Permanency (DCP&P) to assume one or more of the following:

· DODD removal to authorize custody of the child(ren) that were removed on an emergent basis

· Custody over the child(ren) that have not yet been removed

· Care and supervision over the child(ren)

· Investigation of the family (parties not complying with investigation without court intervention 

TITLE 9 – 2C:9:6-8.21

This allows the Division to become involved over the objection of the parent due to issues of abuse and neglect. If the Division substantiates, they move for a Title 9.

TITLE 30 – 2C:30:4C-11

There are no charges of abuse/neglect, but the family is in need of services. Defendants aren’t on the perpetrators list. It’s all about the best interest and to insure health, safety and welfare. This would be for complaints lower than substantiated. 

FG
Termination of Parental Rights (TPR)


This docket involves the termination of parental rights.  In these cases the Division or a private party is seeking guardianship of the child(ren) in order to make the children legally free for adoption. 

FL 
Kinship Legal Guardianship (KLG)


This docket involves applications for Kinship Legal Guardianship (KLG) status for caregivers with whom the child has been residing for at least twelve continuous months due to the incapacitation of the parents.  These applications may be brought by individuals or by DCP&P.  KLG terminates when the child reaches his/her 18th birthday or is no longer enrolled in a secondary education program, whichever is longer.  KLG can also be vacated by the court.  KLG makes another party the guardian of the child without terminating the parental rights.   Parents can still have court ordered visitation/parenting time. Each child has their own docket number.
FA
Adoption


This docket involves cases in which the petitioner seeks to create a legal parent-child relationship with either a minor or an adult.  Matters are filed and docketed through the Surrogate Office but are heard by family court judges.  

Above listed case types are heard by the Children in Court (CIC) Judge unless there is a conflict of interest or emergent or extenuating circumstances. 

Family Division Docket/Case Types
FJ
Juvenile Delinquency


This docket involves juvenile delinquency proceedings involving allegations of offenses which would be crimes or disorderly persons offenses if committed by an adult.  In addition to protecting the community, the court tries to ensure that youths posing risks are given opportunities for rehabilitation to enable them to develop into responsible and resourceful citizens.  Each juvenile has their own docket and may be listed as a co-delinquent in other dockets. 

FF
Juvenile/Family Crisis


This docket involves cases that are opened due to the conduct or condition of a juvenile/child, parent, guardian, or other family member which presents or results in a serious threat to the well-being and physical safety of a juvenile, or a serious conflict between the a parent or guardian or the unauthorized absence of a juvenile for more than 24 hours from his or her home, or a pattern of repeated unauthorized absences from school.  Cases are only docketed if the Family Crisis Intervention Unit is not able to resolve the matter without court intervention.  

FD
Non-Dissolution


This docket involves cases concerning family relationships and responsibilities where there is no divorce filed.  Reliefs sought in this docket include custody, visitation/parenting time, support (child support and/or separate maintenance) and paternity determinations.  Also included are cases filed under the Uniform Interstate Family Support Act (UIFSA) (child support cases through other states or countries). 

FM
Matrimonial


This docket involves cases concerning divorce or termination of domestic unions. This docket can include custody, visitation/parenting time, child support, and/or spousal support. 

FV
Domestic Violence


This docket involves the issuance of a restraining order for victims of domestic violence to protect them from future acts of violence by a present or former household member, spouse, former spouse, or a person with whom one has a child or has had a dating relationship.  The restraining order contains provisions prohibiting various forms of contact, along with other reliefs including support, visitation/parenting time, custody, mandatory counseling, and/or sole possession of the residence.  

FO
Quasi-Criminal


This docket type includes criminal contempt proceedings regarding the violation of domestic violence cases, willful non-support cases, interference with custody and visitation cases, and cases transferred from another court over which the Family Division does not have original jurisdiction. 

Cases types listed above are not normally heard by the Children in Court (CIC) Judge but may be if they are connected to ongoing litigation in a CIC case or there are emergent or extenuating circumstances.
